We must not lose hope 
 

With great sadness I realised that, in one monthôs time, the conflict engulfing Gaza will reach itôs first anniversary.  In 
October last year the terrible events masterminded by Hamas triggered the entry into Gaza of Israeli Defence Forces.  
Since then tens of thousands have died, unrest has escalated in the occupied West Bank, Hezbollah has intensified its 
attacks from Lebanon and, in the background, Iran continues to supply missiles to those it uses to do its work.              
Diplomats continue to strive to get at least a ceasefire and some respite for the population of Gaza ï but without any 
noticeable success.  The situation is appalling and I find it hard to imagine the conditions in which so many people, 
including large numbers of children, are existing in that tiny strip of land. 
 

In Ukraine the war is now in its third year and all the signs are of escalation, not a reduction in the number of            
casualties ï both military and civilian.  Ukraine has entered Russia and seized territory, Russia is now receiving                
ballistic missiles produced by Iran.  Ukraine is looking for permission to use weapons supplied by the West to attack 
targets deeper into Russia.  Meanwhile families, on both sides, grieve their young people who perish in war.                 
It is awful, heartbreaking, to see and read about. 
 

These events can create a sense of hopelessness. Will it ever end?  But as a Christian people we must not lose hope, 
we must not give up believing that things will change.  And for this we must continue to pray.  If we donôt                  
already, find time to include in your daily prayers a space for the people caught up in these conflicts which are only 
two of the scars disfiguring our world.  We cannot give up.  As Christians that is not an option. 
 

Corpus Christi Parish Centre.  As announced earlier in the year, the Parish Centre/Hall on St Jamesôs Square is due 
to close at the end of September.  As explained, the running costs far outstrip any income we receive from lettings and 
the building would need considerable amounts spent on it in the near future.  Currently, the Parish only uses it for the 
First Communion Programme and coffee on Sunday mornings.  The First Communion meetings will be held in Corpus 
Christi School and, at some point, we will host Sunday coffee in the Memorial Room next to the church.   
 

Because the Centre is closing, could I ask everyone who holds keys for the building to return them as soon as                
possible to the Parish Office, or hand them to me, or Aidan Foy.  If we can collect keys it will save us needing to 
change the locks on the building.  Thank you for your cooperation.           Father John
